
The Oasis Drop

Vertical Drop: 1070m.
Distance: 9.1km.
Rating: Advanced
A locals favorite and undeniably classic, Oasis is one of 
the longest descents in the area. Upper Oasis begins with 
1.5 km of undulating, cross-country style singletrack to 
a spectacular viewpoint of the Columbia Valley and the 
Rossland Range. From this high point, the trail drops over 
1000m with two distinct sections, divided by the Neptune 
Creek Rd. The upper section is steep and technical, with lots 
of natural rock features and a zone of constructed stunts 
just before the end. Once Neptune Ck Rd road is crossed, 
Lower Oasis trail is an eye watering, arm-pumping þow fest 
that seems to go on forever (this trail is occasionally used 
for climbing, so pay attention and keep your speed within 
sensible limits). A new ending (signed) drops off to the right, 
avoiding the township of Oasis, and þows down sandy open 
terrain to Hwy 22. 

Directions:
Most riders leave a vehicle parked at the junction of Highway 
22 and Hanna Dr. at the Oasis turnoff, 3km north of Trail. 
They then drive up through Rossland and out Hwy 3B (12km 
from Rossland) towards Nancy Green Pass to the trailhead. 
The start of Upper Oasis can be found on a sharp bend in the 
road, 800m past Neptune Creek FSR (signed). and shortly 
after the (unmarked) Biathalon facility. A small parking 
area and sign exists on the right side on the beginning of the 
turn. The exceptionally ýt can certainly ride the Oasis Loop 
to and from town but expect a marathon effort.

Options: Intermediate riders can cruise down the Neptune 
Creek FSR for 6km to ride only the lower section of the 
trail.
