left onto Moe’s trail 60m past the tunnel. Soon turn left on
Curly’s trail, a vigorous climb up onto Larry’s trail. Turn
right onto a pat section of Larryis for 150m, then up and
left onto Miners Trail. Mineris winds up through a variety
of terrain with several turns and twists and eventually
merges into Redhead trail for the ynal strenuous double-
track climb. From the high-point (where the trail to the Red
Mtn. Summit continues) Redhead traverses and descends in
a Northerly direction toward the Red Mountain Resort base
area and the Old Red Mountain Rd. Its a playful descent on
winding single-track, with enough roots and technical rock
moves to keep you on your toes. After exiting onto the Old
Red Mountain Rd, continue to the right for 300m, where
a short trail connects left through to the Centennial Trail.
Turn right on Centennial, and continue over the Old Red
Mountain Road, where Larryis trail breaks right into the
trees before the reservoir. Stay right on Larry’s which climbs
gradually back to Curlyts, which is too much fun not to enjoy
on the downhill. Once on Curlyts, retrace your route back
into Rossland.

Drakes - Doukhobor Draw

Distance: 15km from the Mining Museum (approx.)
Level: Intermediate
Time: 1.57 2hrs.

Named for the Russian paciysts who logged this area around
the turn of the Century, the Doukhobor Draw traverses
Deer Park Hill (aka Asshole), cuts through a low pass in
the ring of peaks surrounding Rossland, and descends
towards Paterson and the US border. Itis one of our few long,
moderately angled rides.

From the Rossland Mining Museum at the intersection of
Highway 22 and 3B, head west on Hwy 22, then left (south)
past the entrance to the Lions Campground and climb
500m up the gravel road. Drakes Trail climbs gently into
dense forest, then traverses the lower slopes of Deer Park
Mountain. Turn right when Drakes Trail intersects with
Drakes Farm Road, which winds through yelds and forest
to the start of Doukhobor Draw Trail. Mostly technical
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undulating singletrack leads to the high-point of the trail,
which is signed (an out and back to this point is also a fun
ride). The descent from here towards Paterson is long, powing,
stunt free, a good challenge for intermediates, and just plain
fun for advanced riders. The trail empties onto the Old Red
Mountain Railgrade, which traverses to the right towards
Highway 22 for a 5km climb back to town, or head back the
way you came to avoid the pavement.

Rules of the Trail

A Motorized use is prohibited.

A Share the trails, slow down and communicate when
passing.

A Respect the land, landowners, and wildlife.

A Be responsible, these trails are unsupervised and are to
be used at your own risk.
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
