
intersections, and the moderate angle will captivate 
active people of all ages.
 
Starting from the Red Mountain Base area, proceed 
back towards Rossland on the Old Red Mountain Road, 
(or on the trail which parallels the road about 50m 
above in the trees) to a small bridge about 500m from 
the base of the Red Chair. The ýrst section of the new 
trail is signed as the intermediate route of Redhead 
trail (there is also an advanced route recommended 
for descending on mountain bikes). This singletrack 
trail climbs through cedar forest, up and around rocky 
outcrops for approximately 900m before intersecting 
with Dale’s Trail ski run. Continue ascending the 
Dale’s Trail doubletrack for approximately 300m to 
the base of Sally’s Alley ski run, where there is an 
excellent overview of Rossland. The Red Summit trail 
singletrack continues into the forest and switchbacks 
up approximately 1500m of mixed open and forested 
terrain, past Poochy’s Cabin to the summit. Dale’s Trail 
can also be accessed from Rossland via the steeper but 
more direst climb of Miner’s trail, accessed via Curly’s 
and Larry’s trails above the reservoir. 

Kootenay Columbia Mountain

Centennial – Monte Christo Road – KC trail (return)

Elevation Change: ~130 m.
Distance: ~ 4 km return
Estimated Walking Time: 1-1.5 hrs return
Difýculty: Intermediate

The view from the summit of Kootenay Columbia 
Mountain provides a panoramic perspective of the 
area, from the peaks of the Rossland Range, to the 
Columbia Valley with postcard views of Rossland and 
Trail. This moderately-angled trail climbs through the 
forest, providing shade on hot, summer days. KC is

regularly maintained, well signed for easy navigation 
and is popular with locals to showcase Rossland to 
visiting friends and family.
 
From the Centennial trailhead, start on the Centennial 
trail. Take the ýrst right, then immediately left, up the 
rough Monte Christo Road. Turn right after 200m, 
onto Kootenay Columbia trail, which begins with a 
wide, access road to the base of a large, water tower. 
The trail becomes singletrack directly after the tower, 
as it traverses across Monte Christo Mountain, then 
joins another section of old road. Continue straight 
ahead, climbing for 200m to an obvious intersection, 
with the trail turning to a sharp left. Climb to the 4-
way junction of KC saddle and turn right following the 
signs for Kootenay Columbia on a steady grade to the 
summit. Return the same way.
